
1 All Saints TJowra Vesting and Land Sale Ordinance 1964 

No. 11, 1964. 

AN ORDINANCE to vest c&tain land at Falls Cleek in the 
Shire of  Shoalhaven to aulhorise the sale of such land 
and also certain land at Terara in the same Shire and to . 
provide for the application of the proceeds thereof. 

W~I~REAS by two several Crown Grants dated the 4th day of 
Juiy 1879 Registeted Voltu~i~e 461 Folios 85 and 86 respectively the 
Iand described in t l ~ e  first schedule hereto was granted unto John 
\Vatson, John Mackellar Brown and Sirno11 Jennings being Trustees 
nominated and appointed under an Act of Governor and Legislative 
Council of the Colony ot New South Wales entituled "An Act 
to IXcgc~late the Temporal affairs of Churches and Chapels of the 
Uliited Church of England and Ireland in New South Wales" upon 
t~ubt  a\ reg:ucls the Iand coniprised in Grant Volume 461 Folio 85 
Tor thc erection thereon of a Church in connection with tlie United 
Chu~ch  of England and 1rel:md and as regards'the land comprised 
in Grant Volume 461 Folio 86 as a site of a Dwelling IIo'use garden 
and other appurtenances For the Clergyman duly appointed to 
officiate in the Church of the United Chu~ch of England and 
Ireland at N6wra AND WHC~GAS the Church of St. Andrew Falls 
Crcek is erected on the land firstly descril~etl hut no dwelling houso 
or othcr buildings have been erected on the hind secondly described 
AND FDVIIEII~AS it is expcdient that the said Innd bc now vested in 
Chi~rcli of England Property Trust, Diocese of Sydney (hereinnfter 
called the Corllorate Trusl~e) huo wHcec.is by Conveyance dated 
12th Dccember 1855 made behveen Francis Lord and John Henry 
Black of the first part Mary Ann Do Mestre of the second part and 
the Right Revelend The Lord Bishop of Sydney and Metropolitan ' 
of Austlalia of tlie third part Registered No. 194 Book 43 all that 
piece or parcel of land described in the second schedule hereto was 
conveyed unto the said Lord Bishop of Sydney upon trust for the 
erection thereon of a church or chapel in connection with the 
United Church of England and Ireland as then by law established 
AND WHEREAS there is now erected upon the said land the Church. 
of St. John a t  Terara and the snid land also contiiins an area 
apprcpriated for the grave of the late Prosper De Mestre which-Area 
was excluded from the land conveyed to the said Lord Bishop 
of Sydney AND WIICIICAS the land used and occupied in connecYon

4. 'The hlost Rrvrrcncl the Archbishop oE Sydney as successor 
in office to the said Lord Bibhop of Sydney and Metropolitan of 
Austrnlh is herrhy authoriscd to sell the Iztnd described in the

by po.session in the pnrcd of lancl d cribed in the third schedule 
to the cstent to which thc same exceeds the area c1escril)ed in the 
sccontl schcdulc but csclucling the area appropriated for the grave 
of thr Intc I'rospcr Dr  hle9trc I)y public anction or private contract 
at such tiinc :lnd I I ~ O I I  such ternis iind conditions ns ho may think

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5. The proceecls arising froni the said'sales shall after paying 
thereout all outgoings to which the said knds are subject and the 
costs of and incidental to this Ordinance and the sales and transfer 
:incl conveyance respectively pursuant thereto bc paid to the Church- 
wardens of All Saints Nowra to be applied towards the cost of 
rernovnl and re-erection of the Church of St. Arlrdew Falls Creek 
upon a site a t  Wandandian in the Parish of All Saints Nowra and 
the Furnishings thereof. 

6. This Ordinance may be cited as "All Saints Nowra Vesting 
and Land Sale Ordinance 1964,"
