AN ORDINANCE to autk‘?grise the sale of land situated in
the Town of Parramatta North Parish of Field of
Mars County of Cumberlarid and to provide for the
application of the proceeds thereof and to vary the
trusts. of certain other lands situated’ as aforesaid,

WHEREAS. by Deed qul or Grant from the Crown
dated the twenty-first day of July 1850 All that piece or pazcel of
land containing two roods six perches more or less situated in the
County of Gumberland Parish of Field of Mars and Town of
Parramatta North {which is identical with the land described in
the First Schedule hereto) was granted by her late Majesty
Qucen Victoria unto Charles Wray Finch William Tindall and
the Reverend William Francis Gore and to their heirs and assigns
upon trust for the erecton ‘thereon of a school house in con-
nection with the United Church of England and Ireland as by
law established and for no other purposes whatsoever on con-
dition that the said Graniees their heirs and assigns did con-
form to the Government Regulaticns for the time being and
to the Laws and Regulations then or hercafter in. force for the
better regulating the alignment of streets in the said Territory
so far as the same might be applicable AND WHEREAS by Deed
of Consent dated the twenty-fourth day of Fébruary One thou-

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AND WHEREAS ‘it -has become: desirable and expedient. to
make provision for the erection on part of the land described in
the Second. Schedule hereto of a Pansh Hall for the purposes of
the said Parish AND WHEREAS it i§ expedient to rémove both -
or either of the buildings erected on. the said land and to use
the materials of such buildings or part thereof towards the erec:
tion of another building on part of the land comprised in the
Second Schedule hereto or to sell the said materials or part
thereof and to use the proceeds of such sale for or towards the -
purposes hercinafter provided AND WHEREAS for the purposes of
providing money for the erection of such Parish Hall as afore-
said it is expedient to sell the lands described n . the - First
Scliedule hereto and to apply the moneys so ‘raised by such
sale in manner hercinafter provided. Now the Standing Com-
miftee of the Synod of the Diocese of Sydney in pursuance of
the powers in that behalf conferred upon it by the Church of
England Trust Property Act 1917 and Ordinances of the Synod
passed in the years 1018 and 1921 appointing the Standing
Committee for the purposes of ext¢reising during the recess of
the Synod the powers and functions in the €daid Ordinances
referred to and in pursuange of the powers vested in the said
Synod by the Constitutions for the management and good govern-
ment of the Church of England within .the State of New South
Wales of otherwise in the name and in the place of the said
Synod declares directs and rules as follows:—

1. By reason of circumstances subsequent to the creation
of the smd recited ‘T'rusts it is expedient ‘to sell the lands
described in the First Scheduls héreto,

2. Both or cither of the buildings crecteéd on the said land
may be removed and the materials of such buildings or part
thereof may be used towards the crection of another building

-on part of the land comprised in the Second Schedule hereto

or such materials or part thereof may be sold and the procceds of
such sale used for the purposes hereinafter provided and subject;
thereto the lands "described in the First Schedule . hereto
may be sold by public auction . or by private.contract exther
in one lot . or several lots af such time or times at such pnce

OF prices and upon such tcrms('md conditions ag the Chiirch
)
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Property Trust ;may deem expedient freed from such trusts as
aforesaid.

3t The 1)roceeds arising from the sale or sales as aforesaid
after payment thereout of all rates taxes and other outgoings and
the costs charges expenses of and incidental to this Ordinance
and the transfer of the said parcel of iand as aforesaid shall
be applied in payment of 2} per cent. thereof to the Treasurer of
the Church Buildings Loan Fund for use in aid of the objects
of the said Fund and the balance towards the erection of the
new Parish Hall on part of the land described in the Second
Schedule hereto,

4. By reason of circumstances subsequent to the creation
of the said recited Trusts it has become inexpedient to carry out
or observe the trusts aforesaid in so far as the same apply to
the land described in the Second Schedule hercto in their entirety
and it has become expedient to erect a Parish Hall and another
building for the purposes of the said Parish on the.land described
in the Third Schedule being part of the land described in the
Second Schedule hereto,

5, So much of the land described in the Second Schedule
hereto as is comprised in the Third Schedule hereto may be
used freed from the Trusts aforesaid as a site for the erection of
the said Parish Hall and other building to be used for School
{including Sunday School) purposes,

6. This Ordinance shall be styled and cited as the *All
Saints Parramatta Land Sale and Variation of Trust Ordinance
1925,
