Amendment of Standing Orders.

No. 16, 1950

‘AMENDED RULES for the conduct of all business coming
before the Synod of the Diocese of Sydney known as
Standing ‘Orders.

WHEREAS Standing Orders were passed by the Synod of the
Dioccse of Sydney in the year 1936 and were duly assented to in
writing.

AND WHEREAS it is expedient to amend the same.
Now the Synod of the Diocese of Sydney rules as follows:

1. The said Standing Orders are hereby amended as follows:

(a) By inserting after sub-rule (d) (1)} in Rule 9 “{1) (a)
A Deputy Chairman of Committees.”

(b) In sub-rule (a) of Rule Il by omitting the word ‘“‘con-
firmed” and inserting in licu thereof the words ‘'signed
as a correct record,”

(c) By inserting after (g) in Rule {1 the following words:

*(h) Before the Orders of the Day or Motions are pro-
ceeded with the President at each sitting shall read
to the Synod the Motions on the Business Paper and
any Motion shall be taken as a Formal Motion,
unless a member of Synod shall signify the contrary
by calling ‘Object’ and such Motion being then
declared formal shall be forthwith put  without
debate.”

(d) In Rule 63 omit all the words after “Chairman"” and
ingert in lieu thercof:—

“The Deputy Chairman or in his absence another
member appointed by Synod shall preside and have
all the powers normally exercised by the Chair-
man," ¢

(e} By adding a new sub-clause in Rule 64:—

*(0) Where in this or any other rule the woird ‘printed’
is used, it shall be taken to include the words typed
duplicated or any like process.”
